The Executive Committee will meet at 9:00 a.m. on Wednesday morning, followed by a 
new member orientation for incoming Council members at 11:00 a.m. The Patients’ 
Rights Committee will meet at Noon. The Continuous System Improvement, Advocacy, 
and Health Care Committees will meet at 1:30 p.m. on Wednesday afternoon. Members 
of the public are welcome to attend and observe these meetings.

Lupe Alonzo-Diaz, Deputy Director, OSHPD will review 
and present the development of the Workforce, Education and Training 5-Year Plan and 
request approval from the Council. Then, Mike Gonzales, President of the California 
Association of Local Mental Health Boards and Commissions will update the Council on 
its activities. The Council will also hear from Chairperson Richard Van Horn regarding 
the Mental Health Services Oversight and Accountability Commission. 

The Council has scheduled time on the agenda on Thursday at 4:30 p.m. and on Friday at 
11:50 a.m. for public comment and to voice concerns about mental health issues of 
importance to them.
