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PURPOSE

This bulletin transmits the Fiscal Year (FY) 2011-12 proposed under-spending allocation 
reductions for the Substance Abuse Prevention and Treatment (SAPT) Block Grant.  It 
also communicates the funds available for temporary redistribution to counties.  

DISCUSSION 

Exhibit A in this bulletin provides information on the planned reduction and redistribution 
of SAPT Block Grant funds among counties.  Exhibit B identifies the proposed under-
spending allocation reductions by SAPT funding category, and the corresponding 
amount available for temporary redistribution to other counties meeting the redistribution 
criteria described in Exhibit A.
