CHDP Performance Measure 3 - Provider Recertification
The percentage of CHDP providers (excludes newly enrolled providers within the past FY) who have completed the re-certification within the past fiscal year. The purpose of this performance measure is to ensure that at least 1/3 of providers are recertified every year. The goal is that all providers in each county/city will be recertified every 3 years. This performance measure is a benchmark to ensure that all providers are recertified.
Definition: 
An office visit which includes a medical record review and a facility review or Critical Element Review with a Managed Care Plan. 

Numerator:
The number of CHDP providers who have completed the Re-certification within the past fiscal year using the facility review tool and medical record review tool.

Denominator:
The number of active CHDP provider sites in the county/city.
