Definition:
This measure demonstrates effective care coordination in the HCPCFC program as evidenced by the percent of children who received follow-up care.
Numerator:
Number of CHDP health assessments (PM-160)* coded 4 or 5 where the follow-up appointment was kept within 120 days of receipt of the PM 160.

Denominator:
Number of CHDP health assessments (PM-160)* indicating a need for follow-up (coded 4 or 5).

Data Source/Issue:
Local program tracking system.
