Saliva Substitute and Simulant Products

The purpose of this information bulletin is to communicate an end date for the
reimbursement of saliva substitute and saliva stimulant products.

These products are not approved by the United States Food and Drug
Administration, therefore they are not benefits of the Medi-Cal Program.

August 31, 2013, will be the last date of service accepted in the Medi-Cal Claims
system used by the Genetically Handicapped Person Program (GHPP) and
California Children’s Services (CCS). Pharmacy claims for dates of service on or
after September 1, 2013, will be denied even with an approved Service Action
Request (SAR).

If medically necessary, these products may be authorized as Early Periodic
Screening, Diagnosis, and Treatment Supplemental Services (EPSDT-SS), or as
CCS-Only or GHPP-Only services. This Computes #421 describes the
EPSDT-SS claims submission process.
