· Requires potential 24-hours/seven days per week hands-on or physical presence supervision and management; can be left alone for short periods of time; and,

	Scope of service for Tier five added.
“Tier five is designed to provide a community residential alternative for beneficiaries whose physical, mental and cognitive disabilities make placement in other facilities, such as skilled nursing facilities, IMDs, ICF/DDs, or in Tiers one through four of the ALW inappropriate or unmanageable.  Beneficiaries eligible for Tier five will have demonstrated one or more failed placements in the past, but has demonstrated that they can successfully reside in a supervised community setting.  Tier five provides extensive physical, behavioral, cognitive, communicative, social and psychosocial treatments and supervision for those ALW-eligible beneficiaries such as those with severe traumatic brain injury.”
