
Long Term Care 

Providers Exempt from Quality Assurance Fee Program 
California Assembly Bill (AB) 1629 (Statutes of 2004, chapter 875) and the 
Health and Safety Code, Sections 1324.20 through 1324.30 require the 
Department of Health Services (DHS) to implement a Quality Assurance Fee 
(QAF) Program for Free-Standing Skilled Nursing Facilities Level-B (FS/NF-B). 
In compliance with the Governor’s Executive Order, this bulletin informs the 
public of the 59 facilities that DHS has determined are exempt as Continuing Care 
Retirement Communities (CCRCs) under Health and Safety Code, Section 
1324.20(b). This information does not require new regulations but is 
administratively necessary to effectively and efficiently implement AB 1629. 

Welfare and Institutions Code, Section 14126.027(c), allows DHS to use provider 
bulletins as an alternative to regulations until July 31, 2007 in order to implement 
the provisions of the statute. AB 1629 exempts an FS/NF-B from the QAF when 
it is a part of a CCRC, also called a “Multi-Level Retirement Community” 
(MLRC). DHS has determined that the following 59 MLRC providers are exempt 
from the QAF under the provisions of AB 1629:

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Pre-imprinting of the 20-1Z Form to be Discontinued 

Effective October 1, 2005, the Long Term Care Treatment Authorization Request (LTC TAR,  
form 20-1Z) that is pre-imprinted with the provider’s name, address, ZIP code, Medi-Cal provider 
number and check digit information will no longer be available as a pre-imprinted form. Providers 
may continue to order either the continuous pin-fed LTC TAR 20-1C or 20-1Z as non-imprinted 
forms from EDS. For information about LTC TAR 20-1 forms, please refer to the instructions in the 
TAR for Long Term Care:  20-1 Form section in the Part 2 Medi-Cal Long Term Care manual.

Inpatient Provider Cut-Off Date for Proprietary and Non-HIPAA Standard Electronic 
Claim Formats: December 1, 2005 

In accordance with efforts to comply with the federally mandated Health Insurance Portability and 
Accountability Act (HIPAA), Medi-Cal has established a plan to discontinue acceptance of 
proprietary and non-HIPAA standard electronic formats for electronic claim transactions. The first 
provider community to be affected is the Inpatient provider community. 

Beginning December 1, 2005, proprietary and non-HIPAA standard electronic claim formats 
submitted by Inpatient providers will no longer be accepted.

Cut-off dates for non-HIPAA standard claim formats for all other provider communities will be 
announced in upcoming Medi-Cal Updates.
