Jasmine Terrace at El Molino restricts individuals from leaving their home 
without assistance. They use security cameras inside and outside the home. All doors are equipped with delayed 
egress and alarms. The outside courtyard is surrounded by a fence with a locked and alarmed gate. Individuals 
must ring the doorbell to enter their home. Individuals must sign in and out. Individuals who do not go out 
independently or do not have family or friends who can take them out do not have the opportunity to participate in 
community activities without their housemates/roommates.
