New Reimbursement Rates for Institutions for Mental Diseases Services
Assembly Bill (AB) 360 (Statutes of 2005, Chapter 508) mandates that the Institutions for Mental Diseases
(IMD) rates of payment are based on the Medi-Cal rates in effect on July 31, 2004. AB 360 mandates an annual

increase of 4.7 percent to IMD rates beginning July 1, 2008.
