The County did not monitor all providers for SABG programmatic and fiscal 
requirements. The County did monitor two (2) of three (3) County and sub-contracted providers for 
SABG programmatic requirements. The County did submit two (2) of two (2) SABG programmatic 
monitoring reports in FY 2019-20 secure and encrypted within the two week time requirement, 
however no fiscal monitoring was submitted. The County did not monitor one (1) of three (3) providers 
for SABG programmatic and fiscal requirements.
