The Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) is responsible for monitoring
compliance to requirements of the Substance Abuse Block Grant (SABG) and the terms
of the Contract operated by Plumas County.

The County Compliance Unit (CCU) within the Audits and Investigations Division (A&l) of
DHCS conducted a review of the County’s compliance with contract requirements based
on responses to the monitoring instrument, discussion with county staff, and supporting
documentation provided by the County.

Enclosed are the results of Plumas County’s State Fiscal Year 2019-20 SABG
compliance review. The report identifies deficiencies, required corrective actions,
advisory recommendations, and referrals for technical assistance.

The County did submit one (1) SABG
programmatic and fiscal monitoring reports to DHCS within two weeks of report issuance. The County
did submit two (2) SABG programmatic and fiscal monitoring reports to DHCS more than two weeks
after report issuance.
