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PURPOSE

The purpose of this bulletin is to disseminate the Fiscal Year (FY) 2006-07
reimbursement rates for Drug Medi-Cal (DMC) services. The rates are effective
July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.

DISCUSSION

The FY 2006-07 Governor’'s Budget proposed to fund FY 2006-07 DMC services using
the FY 2005-06 rates as authorized in regulation for FY 2005-06. However, the
legislature proposed a $2.3 million dollar augmentation to the rates. The Budget Act
(Chapter 47, Statutes of 2006) reduced the $2.3 million augmentation to the rates to
$2,000. Therefore, the FY 2006-07 rates will be the same as the FY 2005-06 rates.
