Development of trauma-informed care steering committees at the local county level.

3. Development of a toolkit to support all county-level systems seeking to advance trauma-
informed care practices.

4. Development of a trauma-informed care curriculum for county system partners.

5. Evaluation and continuous quality improvement efforts on the ACTS project.
