The Legislative Intent of AB 357 (Pan, Chapter 376, Statutes of 2014), as

but not limited to, emerging trends in the care of children, quality
measurements, communications between the Department of Health Care
Services and Medi-Cal families, provider network issues, and Medi-Cal
enrollment issues.
