AB 43 Gloria D Mental Health Spot bill Would state the intent of the Legislature to enact legislation to ensure 

that Mental Health Services Act funds are used in accordance with the 

provisions of the act and that there is adequate oversight of excess 

unspent funds.   

SB 10 Beall D Mental health 

services: peer, 

parent, transition-

age and family 

support specialist 

certification

Would require DHCS to establish a statewide peer, parent, transition-

age, and family support specialist certification program as part of the 

state’s comprehensive mental health and substance use disorder 

delivery system and the Medi-Cal program. Would also require the 

Department to consult with OSHPD and other stakeholders in 

implementing the certification program  

SB 12 Beall D Mental health 

services: youth 

Spot bill Would declare the intent of the Legislature to enact legislation that 

would authorize the state and local governments to establish a series of 

at least 100 centers statewide to address the mental health needs of 

California youth.

Would require the Exchange to administer financial assistance to help 

low-income and middle-income Californians access affordable health 

coverage by requiring the Exchange to implement specified maximum 

premium contributions and to reduce copays and deductibles for 

individuals who meet specified income requirements
