INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

TheVotersFirst Act

The Voters First Act, approved by the votersin the
November 4, 2008 general election as Proposition 11
(the act), requires the State Auditor to initiate an ap-
plication process for a Citizens Redistricting Commis-
sion (commission). The commission, composed of
fourteen members, isresponsible for redrawing district
lines for the Senate, Assembly, and State Board of
Equalization based on 2010 census information. To
serveasamember of thecommission, an applicant must
bearegistered Californiavoter who hasvoted in two of
the last three statewide general elections and has been
continuously registered with the samepolitical party, or
no political party, for at least five years immediately
prior to selection. Additionally, an applicant cannot
haveaconflict of interest asdefined by theact.

The act requiresthe State Auditor to select an Appli-
cant Review Panel (panel) that will review the applica-
tions of persons wishing to serve on the commission.
The State Auditor selectsthe panel by randomly draw-
ing the names of three auditors from apool of qualified
independent auditors who are licensed by the State
Board of Accountancy and have 10 or moreyearsof ex-
perienceworking asanindependent auditor.

Under the act, the panel shall evaluate al of the ap-
plications submitted, and based on that evaluation,
identify a pool of 60 of the most qualified applicants.
This pool of 60 applicants must consist of three sub-
pools of 20 applicants each, with one subpool com-
prised of applicants registered with the state's largest
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political party, another subpool comprised of applicants
registered with the state’s second largest political party,
and a third subpool comprised of applicants not regis-
tered with either of the state’stwo largest political par-
ties. The State Auditor sendsalist of thenamesof the 60
applicants to specified leaders in the Legislature who
may strike not more than 8 applicants from each of the
subpools. Thelegidlativeleadersarethenrequiredtore-
turn theremaining namesto the State Auditor, who ran-
domly draws from the names of applicants not stricken
in each of the subpools 3 applicants registered with the
largest political party, 3 applicants registered with the
second largest political party, and 2 applicantsnot regis-
tered with either of the two largest political parties.
These applicants drawn by the State Auditor become
thefirst eight members of the commission, and they se-
lect an additional six applicantsto serveonthecommis-
sionfromthoseremaininginthethreesubpools.
Proposed Regulations

Theact providesfew specificsregarding the applica-
tion process or thework of the panel. To implement the
provisions of the act in a way that provides guidance
and clarity to potential applicants and to the general
public, the bureau proposes aset of regulationsto guide
the process. As an overview, the proposed regulations
will implement provisions of the act related to the fol -
lowing subject areas.
Thecreationand operation of the panel.

The ingtitution of a comprehensive outreach
program designed to increase voter awareness of
the opportunity to serve on the commission and to
increase the likelihood that the pool of applicants
will reflect thestate’ sdiversity.

The establishment of an application process
including applicationforms.

The method for screening applicants to ascertain
whether they meet the eligibility requirementsfor
serving onthecommission.

The process for evaluating applicants in order to
identify a pool of 60 of the most qualified
applicantswho will befinalistsfor selection to the
commission.

The procedure for transmitting alist of the names
of the 60 finalists to specified legislative leaders,
who may strikeupto 24 namesfromthelist.

The process for randomly drawing eight
applicants (3 Democrats, 3 Republicans, and 2
others) to serve as the first eight members of the
commission.

LOCAL MANDATE

This proposal does not impose a mandate on local
agenciesor school districts.
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FISCAL IMPACT ESTIMATES

This proposal does not impose costs on any local
agency or school district for which reimbursement
would berequired pursuant to Part 7 (commencing with
Section 17500) of Division 4 of the Government Code.
This proposal does not impose other nondiscretionary
cost or savings on local agencies. This proposal does
not resultinany cost or savingsin federal funding to the
state.

COST OR SAVINGS TO STATE AGENCIES

No additional costs or savings to state agencies are
anticipated.

BUSINESS IMPACT/SMALL BUSINESSES

Thebureau hasmadeaninitia determinationthat this
proposed regulatory action would have no significant
statewide adverse economic impact directly affecting
businesses, including the ability of California busi-
nesses to compete with businesses in other states. The
proposal does not affect small businesses as defined by
section 11342.610 of the Government Code. The deter-
mination that this proposal would not affect small busi-
nesses is based upon the fact that the proposed regula-
tions implement provisions of the act that address out-
reach for an application process, theapplication process
itself, and the selection of commission members from
those individuals who choose to submit an application.
Based on the limited scope of these regulations, the bu-
reau determined that none of the proposed regulations
have a significant adverse economic impact on busi-
ness.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST OF PROPOSED
ACTION/POLICY STATEMENT OVERVIEW

Thisrulemakingisprompted by the July 16, 2008, de-
cision rendered by the Occupational Safety and Health
Appeals Board (OSHAB) in its Docket Nos.
06-R4D3-4451 and 4452 regarding Larrabure Fram-
ing, Inc. That decision concerned an incident where an
employee was seriously injured when approximately
2112 pounds of sheetrock fell from thefourth floor bal-
cony of abuilding that was being framed. The Division
of Occupational Safety and Health cited the employer
for violating California Code of Regulations, Title 8,
Section 1549(e), but the Administrative Law Judgedis-
missed the citation, stating that Section 1549(e), by its
expressterms, applies only to material inside buildings
under construction. This rulemaking would add a sub-
section (h) to Section 1549. This new subsection (h)
would concern material that might pose a falling haz-
ard, where the material isin an € evated location, such
as a balcony, on the exterior of a building under
construction.

Section 1549. PilingM aterial.

This provision of the Construction Safety Orders
states several requirements regarding the manner in
which material at worksitesistobepiledinorder tolim-
it injuries that might occur if the material were to fall.
Subsection (e) states precautions that are to be taken if
such material is inside a building under construction.
This proposal would add a new subsection (h) that
would provide that material in an elevated location on
the exterior of a building under construction shall be
positively barricaded, placed or secured in order to pre-
vent the material from falling—the same precautions
that must betaken with respect to material that issubject
to subsection (€). By requiring that material in poten-
tially dangerous locations on the exterior of buildings
under construction be safeguarded in the same manner
asmaterial inside such buildings, the proposal will pro-
tect employees from the sort of seriousinjury that was
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suffered by the employee whose injury led to the cita-
tioninthe OSHAB matter.

DETERMINATION OF MANDATE

The Occupational Safety and Hedth Standards
Board hasdetermined that the proposed regul ation does
not impose alocal mandate. Therefore, reimbursement
by thestateisnot required pursuant to Part 7 (commenc-
ing with Section 17500) of Division 4 of the Govern-
ment Code because the proposed amendment will not
require local agencies or school districtsto incur addi-
tional costs in complying with the proposal. Further-
more, this regulation does not constitute a “new pro-
gram or higher level of service of an existing program
within the meaning of Section 6 of Article X111 B of the
CaliforniaConstitution.”

The California Supreme Court has established that a
“program” within the meaning of Section 6 of Article
X111 B of the California Constitution is one which car-

ries out the governmental function of providing ser-
vices to the public, or which, to implement a state
policy, imposes unique requirements on local govern-
ments and does not apply generally to all residents and
entitiesin the state. (County of L os Angelesv. State of
California(1987) 43Cal.3d46)

The proposed regul ation does not require local agen-
ciesto carry out thegovernmental function of providing
servicestothepublic. Rather, theregulation requires|o-
cal agenciestotake certain stepsto ensurethe saf ety and
health of their own employees only. Moreover, the pro-
posed regulationdoesnotinany way requirelocal agen-
cies to administer the California Occupational Safety
and Health program. (See City of Anaheim v. State of
California(1987) 189 Cal.App.3d 1478.)

The proposed regulation does not impose unique re-
guirements on local governments. All state, local and
private employers will be required to comply with the
prescribed standard.

EFFECT ON SMALL BUSINESSES

The Board has determined that the proposed amend-
ment may affect small businesses. However, no eco-
nomicimpact isanticipated.

ASSESSMENT

The adoption of the proposed amendment to thisreg-
ulationwill neither create nor eliminatejobsinthe State
of California nor result in the elimination of existing
businessesor create or expand businessesin the State of
Cadlifornia.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

The Department of Alcohol and Drug Programs
(ADP) isauthorizedto licenseresidential alcoholism or
drug abuse recovery or treatment facilities pursuant to
Chapter 7.5 of the Heal th and Safety Code (HSC) (com-
mencing with Section 11834.01), as implemented by
Chapter 5 (commencing with Section 10500), Title 9 of
the Cdlifornia Code of Regulations (CCR). ADPisau-
thorized to certify both residential alcoholism or drug
abuse recovery or treatment facilities and outpatient
programs pursuant to HSC Chapter 7 (commencing
with Section 11830).

Prior to the enactment of Chapter 177 (Senate Bill
84), Statutes of 2007, ADP charged biennial licensure
feesto residentia for—profit alcoholism or drug abuse
recovery or treatment facilities (residential facilities).
Residential facilities operating under the auspices of a
nonprofit organization or a governmental entity were
exempt from paying licensure fees, and ADP did not
charge fees for certification. HSC Section 11833.02,
added by Chapter 177, requires ADP to charge feesfor
licensure and certification of al residentia facilities
and for certification of outpatient programs, regardless
of the form of organization or ownership. HSC
11833.04, added by Chapter 177, requiresADPto adopt
emergency regulationsimplementing feesfor licensure
and certification. As authorized by HSC 11833.04,
ADP implemented assessment and collection of licen-
sure and certification feesthrough ADP Bulletin 07-11
until emergency regul ationscould beadopted.

On February 18, 2009, ADP complied with the re-
quirements of GC Section 11346.1(a)(2), by mailing
out a5-Day Notice of Emergency Rulemaking, that in-
formed the public of ADP’sintentionto adopt emergen-
cy regulations and provided a public comment period
prior to adoption of the emergency regulations. ADP's
emergency licensure and certification fee regulations
were approved by the Office of Administrative Law,
filed with the Secretary of State, and took effect on June
29, 2009. The emergency regulationswill remainin ef-
fect for 180 daysfromthedate of filing. Prior to theend
of that 180—day period, ADP planstofileacertificate of
compliance to complete this regulatory action by mak-
ing theemergency regul ationspermanent.

This regulatory action amends Sections 10518 and
10529, repeals Sections 10532 and 10533, and adopts
Sections 10700 and 10701, Title9, CCR, to allow ADP
to collect licensure and certification feesfor residential
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facilitiesand certification feesfor outpatient programs.
Thisregulatory action merely codifiesin regulation ex-
isting policy implemented in 2007 through ADP Bulle-
tin07-11.

Specifically:

Section 10518 isamended to clarify that “ completed
application” means an application including feesfor li-
censure.

Section 10529 is amended to correct a cross—efer-
enceandtorequirethelicenseeto pay alicensing feein
order to re—apply for licensureif he/she hasvoluntarily
relinquished his/her license.

Section 10532 and Section 10533 are repealed be-
cause they no longer comply with HSC Section
11833.02.

Section 10700 is adopted to state that the purpose of
new Chapter 5.5 (commencing with Section 10700)
shall betoimplement aprocessfor implementing licen-
sureand/or certification feesfor outpatient and residen-
tial alcoholism or drug abuse recovery or treatment fa-
cilities.

Section 10701 is adopted to specify the amount of li-
censure and certification fees for residential facilities
and certification feesfor outpatient programs.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/PLAIN ENGLISH
OVERVIEW

The Franchise Tax Board proposes to adopt Califor-
nia Code of Regulations, title 18, section 24451. The
proposed regulation will clarify FTB’s position regard-
ing theforce and effect of IRS Notice 2008-83, relating
to banks and net operating and built—in loss limitations
following anownership change.

Cdlifornia law generaly follows federal law under
Internal Revenue Code (1RC) section 382. In October of
2008, the Treasury Department i ssued Notice 200883,

making IRC section 382 limitations on loss carryovers
(including any deduction for areasonable addition to a
reserve for bad debts) in change of ownership circum-
stances inapplicable to banks. As further discussed in
theinitial statement of reasons, thisfederal Noticeisin-
consistent withthelegidlativeintent behind IRC section
382 and isbeyond the scope of Treasury’sauthority. As
a result, FTB is issuing proposed Regulation section
24451 in order to clarify its position that IRS Notice
2008-83 isinapplicable for California purposes asif it
had never beenissued by the Secretary of the Treasury.

INFORMATIVE DIGEST/POLICY STATEMENT
OVERVIEW

These proposed regulations amend specific provi-
sions and adopt new language in the California Depart-
ment of Sacial Services(CDSS) Manual of Policiesand
Procedures (MPP) that regulate Special Needs of the
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Cdlifornia Work Opportunity and Responsibility to
Kids (CalWORKs) Homeless Assistance Program
(HAP).

Assembly Bill (AB) 1808, Section 31.1 and 31.2
(Chapter 75, Statutes of 2006) amended the Cal-
WORK sHomeless A ssistance Program. Under the new
provisions, thetotal maximum daily rate for the tempo-
rary HA isincreased from $40 per day to $65 per day for
families of four or fewer and $15 per day for each addi-
tional family member up to a maximum of $125 daily.
Homelessness criteriaare expanded to include families
who receiveanaticeto pay rent or quit. Therent thresh-
oldfor permanent HA ischanged from 80 percent of the
maximum aid payment level to 80 percent of the total
monthly household income (TMHI). Permanent HA is
available to pay up to two months of rent arrearages to
prevent eviction. Each month of therent arrearage pay-
ment shall not exceed 80 percent of the TMHI.

AB 1808 also result in two types of permanent HA
payments, one that helps homeless families secure a
permanent residence and a new type of permanent HA
payment that would prevent eviction. Receipt of either
of these two permanent HA paymentswould constitute
an AU’sonce-in—a-ifetimepayment.

COST ESTIMATE

1. Costsor Savingsto State Agencies: $1.723 million
in funds have been budgeted in the 2008-09
appropriation, no further funds will be needed as
cost are now reflected in casel oad and expenditure
trends.

3. Nondiscretionary Costs or Savings to Loca
Agencies: $0.310 million in funds have been
budgeted in the 2008-09 appropriation, no further
fundswill be needed as costs are now reflected in
casel oad and expendituretrends.

The regulations do impose a mandate upon local
agencies, but not upon school districts.

OVERVIEW

California Code of Regulations, Title 5, Division 1,
Chapter 2, Subchapter 6, for the CAHSEE serves to
guidelocal educational agencies (LEAS) inadminister-
ing the CAHSEE and reporting of student demographic
datatothe State.

Education Code Section 60850 authorized the CAH-
SEE to be devel oped in accordance with SBE—adopted
content standards in language arts and mathematics.
The CAHSEE was developed based on recommenda-
tions of the High School Exit Examination Standards
Panel, whose memberswere appointed by the State Su-
perintendent of Public Instruction and approved by the
SBE.

The CDE proposes amendments to the California
Code of Regulations, Title 5, for the CAHSEE in re-
sponseto changesin the Budget Actsof 2007 and 2008,
needs that have arisen during the administration of the
CAHSEE, and aneed to clarify existing regulatory lan-
guage. The key purposes of the proposed amendments
areasfollows:

twelve students may take the CAHSEE to align
with changesin the Budget Actsof 2007 and 2008,
increasing the number of opportunities grade
twelve students can take the CAHSEE from three
tofive.

»  Clarify language to improve the accuracy of data
collected inthefollowing areas: eligibility for the
National School Lunch Program (NSL P), raceand
ethnicity, reclassification to fluent English
proficient (RFEP), and district and county of
residence for students with individualized
education programs(IEPs).

«  Delete section 1207.2 regarding the collection of
data pertaining to exemptions from the CAHSEE
requirement in response to the expiration of
legislationthat allowed exemptions.

o  Clarify languageregarding thereporting of datato
ensurestudent confidentiality.

e Addtrandatorstothelist of personnel required to
sign a security affidavit and receive training in
administering the CAHSEE to ensure the security
of theexamination.

e Refine language  describing  variations,
accommodations, and modificationsto respond to
theneedsof studentstaking the exam andto ensure
consistency intheadministration of the CAHSEE.

BACKGROUND

On February 27, 2009, Governor Arnold Schwarze-
negger issued a Proclamation of a State of Emergency
in response to the third consecutive year of drought in
California. A key component of this Proclamation was
direction from the Governor to facilitate implementa-
tion of water transfers under the 2009 Drought Water
Bank Program (Water Bank). The Water Bank, initially
instituted under a previous Executive Order and Emer-
gency Proclamationinthefall of 2008, isaimed at ale-
viating water shortagesto users south of the Sacramen-
to—San Joaquin Delta (Delta) through the transfer of
water that would normally beavailablefor crop produc-
tion (primarily rice) from areas north of the Delta. In
2009, water would be made availablethrough theidling
of cropsin portionsof Glenn, Butte, Colusa, Yuba, Sut-
ter and Yolo counties.

To implement the Water Bank, the Department of
Water Resources (DWR) will purchasewater fromwill-
ing sellers upstream of the Delta to be conveyed via
State Water Project (SWP) or Central Valley Project
(CVP)facilities, towater userssouth of the Delta. Water
will be purchased from SWP contractors, CV P contrac-
tors and other willing water supply entities. Water ac-
quired by DWR for the Water Bank will then be avail-
ablefor purchase by public and private water suppliers,
based on needs criteria developed by DWR. Water
Bank water will be allocated by DWR in accordance
with priority of need, with health and safety consider-
ations taking precedence. Under critically dry condi-
tions DWR will usethefollowing prioritiesfor all ocat-
ingwater tobuyers:
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e Hedth and safety needs, including indoor
residential andinstitutional and emergency uses;

e  Preservation of existing high—value assets such as
survival of existing permanent crops (trees and
vines that have been irrigated during each of the
last 3 years); minimum deliveries to existing
commercial andindustrial customers;

e Deéliveries sufficient to meet up to 60 percent of
existing norma urban demands; deliveries
sufficient to meet up to 25 percent of existing
normal agricultural demands.

The 2009 Water Bank would make available up to
370,935 acre—feet of water through crop idling, crop
substitution, ground water substitution, and reservoir
re—operation. Achieving this goal will result in the id-
ling of upto 55,571 acres of riceland which hasthe po-
tential to affect giant garter snake (Thamnophis couchi
gigas) (GGS) through theremoval (idling for one year)
of an agriculture—based habitat (rice) wherethisspecies
isknown to occur. GGSislisted asathreatened species
under the federal Endangered Species Act (ESA) (16
U.S.C. § 1531 et seq.) and a threatened species under
the CaliforniaEndangered SpeciesAct (CESA) (Fish&
G. Code, § 2050 €t seq.).

Because the Water Bank hasthe potential toimpact a
species listed under ESA, DWR, in cooperation with
U.S. Bureau of Reclamation (Bureau), consulted with
theU.S. Fishand Wildlife Service (Service) asrequired
by ESA under Section 7 of the ESA. On April 14, 2009,
the Service issued a Biological Opinion (Ref. No.
81420-2008-F-1596-1) (BO), which describes the
Project, including conservation measures devel oped to
minimizeimpactsto GGSanditshabitat.

On June 8, 2009, the Director of the Department of
Fish and Game (DFG) received correspondence from
the Director of the Department of Water Resources, re-
questing a determination pursuant to section 2080.1 of
the Fish and Game Codethat the BO, including itsinci-
dental takestatement (ITS), isconsistent with CESA. In
its request, DWR provided clarification that although
the BO analyzes the effect of idling up to 55,571 acres
of riceland, the Water Bank Program for 2009 will im-
plementidling onlessthan 7,000 acres, whichisabout 2
percent of the 10—year average of ricegrownin the Sac-
ramento Valley. However, this consistency determina-
tionisbased onthelanguageprovidedinthe BO.

DETERMINATION

DFG has determined that the BO dated April 14,
2009, including its ITS, is consistent with CESA be-
cause the provisions therein meet the conditions set
forth in Fish and Game Code section 2081. DFG con-

curs that the idling of rice acreage, as described in the
BO for implementing the Water Bank including imple-
mentation of all minimization and avoi dance measures,
isunlikely toresult in thetake of GGS as defined under
CESA. Accordingly, DFGisnot authorizing takeinthis
consistency determination and any unanticipated inci-
dental take as aresult of the Water Bank is not autho-
rized by DFG. DFG also finds measures identified in
the BO and required by the I TS to minimize any poten-
tial impactsto the GGS, that implementation of the Wa-
ter Bank will not jeopardize the continued existence of
thespecies.

Avoidance and minimization measures required in
the BO, and agreed to by DWR include, but are not lim-
itedto, thefollowing:

Summary of Giant Garter Snake Avoidance and
Minimization M easures

The following measures will be incorporated into
contracts between DWR and the water seller. Aspart of
each contract, DWR will have access to the land to
verify how the water transfer is being made available
and to verify that the required actions to protect the
GGSarebeingimplemented.

1. Thewater seller will maintain a depth of at least
two feet of water in major irrigation and drainage
canalsto providemovement corridors.

2. Water will not be purchased from a field idled
duringthetwo previousyears.

3. Water transfer actions will be limited so that no
morethan 20 percent of ricefieldsareidled in any
onecounty.

4. Idled parcels will be no more than 320 acres in
size.

5. Idled parcels will be distributed across the
landscapein acheckerboard pattern (idled parcels
will not be adjacent to each other). The 320 acre
blocks will not be located on opposite sides of a
cana or waterway and will not be immediately
adjacent toanother idled parcel.

6. Idled parcels will not include lands between
refuges that serve as corridors: lands adjacent to
Hunters and Logan Creeks between Sacramento
and Delevan National Wildlife Refuges (NWRS),
the ColusaBasin Drainage canal between Delevan
and Colusa NWRs, and Butte Creek between
Upper Butte Basin Wildlife Areaand Gray Lodge
WildlifeArea.

7. ldled parcels will not include lands adjacent to
Butte Creek, or the ColusaBasin Drainage Canal,
Gilsizer Slough, the land side of the Toe Drain
aong the Sutter Bypass, Willow Slough and
Willow Slough Bypassin Yolo County, and lands
intheNatomasBasin.

8. Reclamation and DWR will provide a map(s) to
USF& WS showing the parcelsof riceland that are
idled for the purpose of transferring water to the
Water Bank. Although not a requirement of the
BO, the DFG requests acopy of any mapsthat are
produced.

9. Sdlers will implement GGS best management
practicesincluding educating all district personnel
torecognizeand avoid contact with GGS, cleaning
only one side of a conveyance channel per year,
providing rock—basking habitat in the system's
water prisms, and raising flail mower blades to at
least 6 inches above the canal operation and
maintenanceroad surfaces.

10. As pat of a Giant Garter Snake Baseline
Monitoring and Research Strategy (Monitoring
Strategy) for the development of a Giant Garter
Snake Conservation Strategy, DWR and the
Bureau are proposing research goals to help
quantify and evaluate the response of the GGS to
ricelandidling. Theoverall goal of theMonitoring
Strategy is to develop actions that will contribute
to therecovery of giant garter snake populationin
the Sacramento Valley.

Aspart of their participationinthe Water Bank, DWR
hasprepared aGiant Garter Snake Baseline Monitoring
and Research Strategy. It isthe goal of this Monitoring
Strategy to providesignificant contributionstoward the
development of a Giant Garter Snake Conservation
Strategy for the Sacramento Valley. The Monitoring
Strategy hasbeen reviewed and authorized by State and
federal agencies and GGS experts. Monitoring and re-
search will be the primary tools to gather information
on giant garter snakedistribution, life history, and ecol-
ogy. Monitoring will be designed to assess population
structure, distribution, and movement within the Sacra-
mento Valley and determinetheexisting (baseline) pop-
ulation of study sitesand will incorporatethe goal of in-
cludingwet, dry, and normal hydrologicyears.

Broad monitoring and research goal sinclude:

1. Developing and implementing a monitoring plan
for giant garter snake populations in the
Sacramento Valley;

2. Monitoring GGS populations for a minimum of
ten years (subject to appropriations) using
multiple survey methods (e.g., trapping, hand
captures, and mark—recapture);

3. Developing and implementing a radio-telemetry
study for a minimum of five years, using
radio—telemetry and mark—recapture to study
habitat use and selection mortality rates, response
tocropidling, and use of ricelandsfor aminimum
of fiveyears; and,

4, Gathering enough datato make recommendations
to minimize the effects of crop idling practiceson
the GGS and making general conservation
recommendations to the California Rice Industry
Association to update their 1995 publication
Managing Ricelandsfor Giant Garter Shakes.

Specificresearchgoal sinclude:

1. Quantifying and evaluating the response (e.g.,
movement patterns and survival) of giant garter
snakes to changes in habitat conditions and
|landscape cropping patterns,

2. Quantifying and evaluating the response of GGS
to crop idling including a specific experimental
design to evaluate different block sizes and
landscapepatterns,

3. Examining the relationship of GGS habitat usein
relation to habitat availability and surrounding
land useusing Gl Stechnologies,

4, Quantifying GGS survival and population
fecundity in relation to changing environmental
and habitat conditions and identifying variables
that may be important correlates of survival and
fecundity;

5. Quantifying a minimum size for buffer zones
betweenidledricefieldsand suitablehabitat; and,

6. Developing recommendations for adaptive
management of giant garter snakes in relation to
water transfers.

REPORTING

DWR shall submit the monthly compliancereport re-
quired under the BO to DFG'’s North Central Region
Office, Attn: Regional Manager, 1701 Nimbus Road,
Rancho Cordova, CA 95670, at the sametimeit issub-
mitted to the Bureau and the Service.

PROPOSED RESEARCH ON FULLY
PROTECTED SPECIES
Presence/Absence Surveys for Limestone Salamander

The Department of Fish and Game (“ Department”)
received a proposal in July 2009 from Michael L. Sut-
ton, requesting authorization to conduct presence/ab-
sence surveys for the limestone salamander (Hydro-
mantes brunus), a Fully Protected amphibian, for re-
search purposes, consistent with the protection and re-
covery of thespecies.

Theapplicant isrequired to have a Scientific Collect-
ing Permit (SCP) to search for a protected species of
amphibian. Permit conditions require that the holder of
an SCP obtain special authorization from the Depart-
ment for research on Fully Protected species.

With cooperation from the Bureau of Land Manage-
ment (BLM), Folsom Field Office, Mr. Sutton is plan-
ningtosurvey for limestone salamandersin Merced and
Mariposa Counties. If the limestone salamander is en-
countered at any sites, Mr. Sutton would note the num-
ber of individual's, the devel opmental stage, and the sex
of theindividualsbased on external physical character-
istics. No marking or tissue sampling would be con-
ducted on the individuals. The survey technique would
involve carefully searching under surface objects, such
asrocksand logs, to locate limestone salamanders. The
techniques that Mr. Sutton is proposing are common-
placeinfield biology, and no adverseeffectsonindivid-
ualsor populations are anticipated. Data obtained from
these surveys will be used to assess the effects of the
Telegraph Fire (Summer 2008) on limestone salaman-
der populations and to further the goals outlined in the
BLM’s Management Plan for the Limestone Salaman-
der.

The Department intends to issue, under specified
conditions, a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
or other special permit that would authorize the appli-
cant to carry out the proposed activities. Additional
locations and/or methods may be authorized by the De-
partment for futureprojects.

Pursuant to California Fish and Game Code (FGC)
Section 5050(a)(1), the Department may authorize take
of Fully Protected amphibians after 30 days notice has

been provided to affected and interested partiesthrough
publication of thisnotice. If the Department determines
that the proposed research is consistent with the re-
quirements of FGC Section 5050 for take of Fully Pro-
tected amphibians, it would issue the authorization on
or after August 31, 2009, for aninitial term of twoyears.
