The Legislative Intent of AB 357 (Pan, Chapter 376, Statutes of 2014), as
subsequently amended, states that the health and well-being of California’s
children should be among the state’s top priorities, and it is imperative that
every child in California has meaningful health coverage that includes
benefits to support healthy growth and development.
