Activity or Program Description: While we understand now that educa-
tion is not considered an acceptable intervention, this was not clearly noted
within the allowable expenditure guidance nor the description within the
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report. Yuba County is targeting upstream to ensure that middle and high
school students are provided the skillsets to know how to respond to peer
pressure to utilize and mis-use fentanyl and other opioid products. Ar-
rive Alive’s intervention targeted middle and high school students who for
the most part go to higher and highest needs schools. These students
are for the most part students from lower socioeconomic backgrounds,
thereby fulfilling DHCS’ definition of vulnerable populations. In addition,
Arrive Alive’s intervention also targeted the parents and guardians of these
middle and high school students to empower them with the skillsets to
know how to identify opioid misuse in their children, and to respond ac-
cordingly to signs of opioid overdose.
