SUBJECT: PROGRAMS LICENSED BY DIFFERENT STATE DEPARTMENTS WILL
BE ISSUED SEPARATE PROVIDER NUMBERS

The purpose of this letter is to inform counties that the Department of Mental Health
(DMH) will issue separate Provider Numbers when more than one state department is
involved in licensing programs at a specific location. This change excludes individuals
or non-organizational providers such as psychologists or social workers who are
licensed by the Department of Consumer Affairs.

Over the years, programs continue to diversify and expand in an attempt to provide a
wide array of services to persons with mental iliness. As a result, different state
departments, such as the Department of Health Services (DHS), the Department of
Social Services (DSS), and the DMH, may license a variety of programs at a specific
location. The DMH has become aware of two facilities with multiple state department
licenses currently reported under one Provider Number. The facilities are:
