*The 10™-Decile Project Tool specifically seeks to exclude people who need nursing home care, since it is intended to determine eligibility for
services and housing for people who can live independently. People are screened out if determined risk of need for nursing home care based on

these criteria: need assistance in moving in and out of wheelchair, colostomy bag, urinary catheter, tracheotomy, intravenous therapy, serious

wounds that require ongoing wound care.
