time. This coverage includes hezith diagnosis and treatment sexvices (pro-

vided through the Medi-Cal program) =2s well as health assessments and other

re7at=d preventave health services {orovided through the Child dealth znd
isability Frevention (CHDP) progrzm).

The August 11 letfer emphasized Medi-Cal coversge for priscners; this letier

addresses all forms of clisnt instituticnal status that affect eiligibility.

This is beczuse ths most recent Fzderal Medicaid eligibility rules, which

ars incorpcrated by relzsrsnce into state Medi-Czal statutes, address othsr

types of irnsittutionsl status in zddition te vriscnesr status. Howevsr, this

lziiar doss not suthorize sxpanded eiigipilisy for instituticnaliizsd verssons

other thzan orisoners befors implementing regulstions zare filed.
