Cuban/Haitian Entrants to the Department's Refugee Tracking System. This letter
provides:

Background

Isrge rumbers of Cubans entered the U.S. beginning in April, 1980. A small
rumber of Haitians have beer entering this country also. Initially, these
parsons were not eligible for any public sssistance programs except food stamps.
Tn July, 1980, the Fﬁapra; Government established 3 special immigration category
of "Cuban/Haitian Erxtrant (Status Pendirg)il Persons in this category vere de-
fined as meeting federal/state program alienags requirements and therefore,
potentially vers eligible for AFDC or Medi-Cal COnly. VWhile uo special federal
funding was available to cover the cash and wmedical assistance costs of these
persons, the July 10, 1980 telegram sent joinlly by Department of Heaith Services
and Depariment ci Socizl fervices instructed counties fTo maintain records which
would allow Cuban/Haitian Entrant cases to be iderntified and revorted.

P.L. 96-422, enacted October 10, 1980, did provide the Tederal funding. It set
up an Entrant Assistance Progresm modeled after the Refugee kHaselftlement Progran
and provided funde toc cover the costes of assistance preovided to Cuban and Haitian
Entrants at any time aftzsr their arrival in the U.S. Since federal funding is
now availabhle, counties are tc reporit Enftrants who received AFIC or Medi-Cal Only
at any time from July, 198C to the current month.
