SUPPLEMENTAL SECURITY INCOME/STATE SUPPLEMENTAL PAYMENT (SSI/SSP) FOR 1995 AND  
PICKLE ELIGIBILITY 

Ref.: SSI/SSP Payment Standard Charts, January 1995, 1994, and 1993 

The purpose of this All County Welfare Directors Letter is to provide an answer to the counties  
regarding the question, "What payment standard do I use for Pickle individuals in January 1995, and  
which do I use for the grandfathered Pickle beneficiaries"? 

Answer: 

1. For the 503 Leads beneficiaries use the January 1995 SSI/SSI Payment Standard chart  
(enclosed), for example a single person at $614.40. 

2. For those who were Pickle eligible in August 1993 who would have lost their eligibility except  
that they were grandfathered in under the 2.7 percent grandfathering provision: Continue using  
the SSI/SSP Payment Standard dated January 1, 1993 (enclosed), for example a single  
individual at $620.00. Keep in aid codes 14, 24, or 64. 

3. For those who were Pickle eligible in August 1994 who would have lost eligibility except they  
were grandfathered in under the 2.3 percent grandfathering provision: Continue using the  
January 1994 SSI/SSP Payment Standard chart (enclosed), for example $603.40 (single  
individual). However, if the beneficiary is ineligible due to income above $603.40 but it is  
below $614.40, use the January 1995 SSI/SSP Payment Standard to determine whether they  
may once again be eligible for the Pickle program using aid codes 16, 26, or 66. If they go off  
regular Pickle, they can once again be grandfathered in to the 2.3 percent program in aid codes  
14, 24, or 64. 

Please note that some of these individuals may be once again SSI/SSP eligible under the new SSI/SSP  
Payment Standard (January 1995) which includes those, for example, below $614.40 for a single  
person. For many, reinstatements to SSI/SSP should be automatic. If an individual feels he/she should  
be reinstated to SSI/SSP, he/she should contact their local social security office. 



IMPORTANT NOTE ON 2.7Z2.3 PERCENT BENEFICIARIES: Some (less than 1,000) 2.7Z2.3 percent  
beneficiaries received the Pickle Stuffer erroneously. This is because these beneficiaries were placed  
on the 2 7Z2 3 percent programs manually and therefore did not show the "RO" /"QO" Pickle indicators  
It is not necessary to evaluate these persons for Pickle at this time. These beneficiaries can be  
identified on the QM screen of Medi-Cal Eligibility Data System by looking at the government  
responsibility (GOVT-RESP) field which is a "2" and the eligibility status (ELIG-STAT) code whch is an  

"007".
