Managed Care Plans (MCPs) will align with the New County Homeless Initiative Framework, Continuum of Cares (CoCs), and HHAP -3 applications
on strategies to prevent and reduce homelessness. MCPs will create a coordinated data exchange process to share bidirectionally between HMIS
and MCPs, and support data connectivity within the local homeless services system (such as between HMIS and local health departments or Public
Housing Authorities). MCPs will also support workforce development for homeless services staff. MCPs will prevent homelessness through
prevention programs, early intervention efforts, and case management. MCPs will connect people experiencing homelessness to an exit pathway
through street medicine that extends beyond PCP services, in addition to scaling housing navigation, recuperative care, and short-term post
hospitalization housing community supports (CS). MCPs will house members through master leasing buildings, scaling housing deposit CS, covering
long term costs of “slots” to unlock financing for new development, investing in the local flexible housing subsidy pool, and programs to incentivize and
engage landlords. Lastly, MCPs will stabilize housing through scaling tenancy services CS and by providing ongoing services funding for congregate
living (directly or through CS). MCPs will align HHIP with IPP investments and will incorporate feedback from provider and consumer stakeholders
when planning the investment strategy.

Interim Housing Any program whose primary purpose is to provide temporary shelter for people experiencing
homelessness, in general or for specific populations, and which does not require occupants to sign
leases or occupancy agreements. Interim housing can include congregate shelter, bridge housing,
temporary scattered-site arrangements, and transitional housing programs, among others.

Rental Assistance Rental assistance programs provide subsidies that help people experiencing homelessness rent
housing in the marketplace. Rental assistance typically pays a portion of the total rent and can be
temporary or permanent and offered in a variety of program types.

Supportive Housing Supportive housing is permanent housing for a specific target population—generally people with
disabilities/special needs and long histories of homelessness—that is linked to onsite or offsite
services that assist the resident to retain the housing, improve their health status, and maximize their
ability to live and, when possible, work in the community.

Outreach Programs that that identify and engage people living in unsheltered locations, such as in cars, parks,
abandoned buildings, encampments, and on the streets, reaching people who might not otherwise
seek assistance or come to the attention of the homelessness service system. Outreach and
engagement programs help to ensure that people’s basic needs are met while also supporting people
to access and navigate pathways toward housing stability.

Prevention/Diversion Programs that seek to prevent people from losing current housing or to prevent the need for services
from the homelessness response system through a rapid return to housing, usually without
expectation of ongoing support.
